
Course: European Union and Third
Countries – Issues on Jurisdiction
and  Recognition  of  Foreign
Judgments

On 16 and 17 September 2021 an online course on European Union and Third
Countries. Issues on jurisdiction and recognition of foreign judgments will
take place as a part of the activities of the European Family Law Module funded
by the EU ErasmusPlus programme led by Professor Elisabetta Bergamini of the
University of Udine, Italy.

Excellent group of lecturers from different EU Member States will be discussing
EU Regulations  on  jurisdiction  and recognition  and enforcement  when those
issues arise in situations connected with third States. The course will offer an
overview of different aspects to this issue, having regard to EU rules both on civil
and commercial matters and on family and succession matters. The course will be
either in Italian or in English.
