L’intégration croissante des technologies numériques fondées sur l’intelligence artificielle (IA) dans les activités humaines impose 
une relecture approfondie de la plupart des cadres normatifs de l’ordre international. Les systèmes avancés d’IA fonctionnent 
avec toujours plus d’autonomie, générant des contenus, des recommandations, des prédictions et des décisions pour les États, 
les organisations et les individus. L’IA offre donc à l’humanité des perspectives immenses en facilitant (voire en rendant possible) 
l’exécution de certaines tâches. Dans le même temps, elle présente des risques importants liés, par exemple, à de potentiels biais 
et à des lacunes en matière de responsabilité. Dans ce contexte, le droit international (public et privé) est-il apte à accompagner 
et encadrer les changements profonds que l’essor contemporain de l’IA est en passe d’emporter ? 

Le Centre d’étude et de recherche 2025 de l’Académie de droit international de La Haye se donne pour objectif d’analyser ces défis 
et opportunités à l’aune du droit international, suivant une approche holistique et en se concentrant sur trois principaux aspects : les 
conséquences de l’IA sur les sources et les institutions de l’ordre juridique international, sa prise en considération par les différentes 
branches du droit international et son rôle dans la résolution de certains problèmes contemporains.
